Greeley, CO – On Wednesday, May 4th, Weld County District Attorney Michael J. Rourke issued a 
report in regards to the officer-involved shooting of Luke Nathan Miller (DOB 10/8/78) on February 
25th, 2016 in Evans, Colorado. The Critical Incident Response team conducted the investigation which 
was provided to the District Attorney’s Office. Based on that investigation, Rourke concluded that the 
three officers were justified in discharging their firearms. The Greeley Police Department and LaSalle 
Police Department officer’s names will not be released in this case due to the circumstances surrounding 
the incident.
